Is that the
case or can we anticipate real change to take place?

Although | can only imagine the amount of pressure you face with state concerns, | see the Alaska National Guard as one
of high exposure. | have been really surprised at the high level of leadership who have taken a very intentional interest
in what is happening. They have sought me out as | have done my normal ministry as a chaplain. | am thrilled to serve
as a person of privileged communication, advocate, and advisor. When given the opportunity, | will speak the truth to
individuals in any position and in every situation if it is helpful to them. | have nothing personally to gain through any of
this and a lot to lose. | only want to see health and strength within the Alaska National Guard as | support my
leadership.

Here is the Excel spreadsheet of the 29 cases that we are tracking since 2009. It prints out best on 11 X 17
paper.

Of the 19 unrestricted cases that details are available to me, only Case #2 is egregious enough for
consideration fitting felony sexual assault under Alaska law. Law enforcement declined to take the case
forward for grand jury consideration as it lacked the supporting evidence. NGB provided us with resources
from the Office of Complex Investigations to investigate further. We are awaiting their final report to see if
they gather enough additional testimonial evidence for criminal prosecution; If not we will be moving forward
with appropriate civil disciplinary action.

No cases involved Title 10 members.

I don't know we track specific resources we provided to each victim, however the Alaska National Guard has
resources available that include a Joint Service Support staff of approximately 50 individuals who support 17
programs, including a sexual assault prevention and response coordinator, a military and family life
consultant, director of psychological health, Military OneSource consultant, and family assistance centers.
Beyond the Joint Service staff, we have an additional 40 fully trained and accredited victim advocates.

| would like to personally thank you for your concern and your desire to address sexual assault
within the Alaska National Guard. As you know, reducing sexual assault in our state is one of the top
priorities of Governor Parnell’s administration. As the Commissioner of the Department of Military and
Veterans Affairs, ensuring the safety of all of our citizen Soldiers, Airmen, and state work force is my
number one focus. Every one of us has a role in bringing about awareness and combating this horrible
crime in our work environment.

In April 2012, at the inquiry of Senator Mark Begich to General Craig McKinley, the Chief of the
National Guard Bureau, the NGB Sexual Assault Prevention and Response (SAPR) Program Manager, Ms.
Jane Lux, accompanied by the Air National Guard and Army National Guard program managers,
conducted a SAPR Staff Assistance Visit (SAV) on June 11" and 12", 2012. The SAV specifically had these
objectives:

e Meet with State Joint, Army National Guard and Air National Guard leadership to provide an
overview of SAPR/SHARP program policy requirements and answer questions.

e Assist the new Joint Forces Headquarters and Wing Sexual Assault Response Coordinators
(SARCS), Ms. Octavia Thompson and Major Keolani Bailey, on steps to set up programs and
review checklists for program development.

e Define sexual assault reporting standard operating procedures and ensure SARCs have access to
all data management systems for documenting reports.

e Present an understanding and update on NGB and DoD SAPR goals and initiatives.
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It is important to know the SAV was not intended to serve as an inspection of the Alaska National
Guard program. The team did not review case files of reported sexual assaults, nor did they speak with
Soldiers or Airmen in sensing sessions to research command climate, as an inspection team would have
done. A copy of Ms. Lux’s trip report and Out-brief presentation is attached for your reference. It is
meant for documentation of team activity and not formal report to the state leadership. The areas in
the trip report mirrored the out brief with AK NG leadership:

e Leadership can only investigate what comes to their attention.

e The previous SARC did not adequately document sexual assaults in the data system of record.
This was immediately rectified by the current SARC.

e The Air National Guard SAPR Program Manager concerns were noted that is AF Office of Special
Investigations has jurisdiction for investigation of a sexual assault on JBER and should be
referred to OSI rather than local law enforcement.

e At the time of the SAV, there were anonymous reports of ANG sexual assault victims not coming
forward. This needed to be addressed through Wing SARC training opportunities in an effort to
build confidence in the system. The Wing SARCS noted to the ANG SAPR PM that they
continued to encourage airmen to come forward at follow up trainings.

Since the June 2012 SAV, changes and improvements have been made within the Alaska National
Guard and DoD SAPR program. One of these improvements involves the requirement of national
certification through the National Organization of Victim Advocates for SARCs and victim advocates. Ms.
Thompson, JFHQ SARC, is one of only four National Guard SARCs, nationwide, who qualified at the
highest level of experience and training (Level IV). All SARCs and victim advocates must now go through
extensive training and background checks before working with victims, thus ensuring the highest quality
possible for support of our members. Recruitment of new victim advocates to serve at the company and
brigade levels, as well as the squadron and group levels, has increased with additional advocates to
provide a wide range of availability.

Ms. Thompson has reached out statewide to programs such as the Alaska Network of Domestic
Violence and Sexual Assault, Alaska Council on Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault, and to the
Governor’s Choose Respect initiative. Locally, she coordinates closely with other programs such as STAR,
AWAIC, Forensic Nursing Services of Providence and the active duty programs on JBER. Educating others
about the process of our response is one of her main tasks when meeting with those outside the Alaska
National Guard.

Two changes of note include the new National Guard Bureau’s Office of Complex Investigations
(OClI) which now investigates all sexual assault allegations not investigated or prosecuted by local
authorities. When a case is referred to NGB for an OCl investigation, NGB will assign trained
investigators from different states to conduct the investigation to ensure complete and unbiased input.
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Lastly, since spring of 2012, more victims have come forward to report unrestricted reports. All but
three have been unrestricted, a complete reversal from previous reports, where most were restricted. |
believe this is due to the confidence in leadership and the quality of support being provided to our
members. Our goal of strengthening the culture against sexual violence and misconduct is at the
forefront of this organization.

1. A SAPR Staff Assistance Visit (SAV) was conducted on11-12 June 2012 to the Alaska Joint
Force Headquarters in Anchorage, Alaska. NGB staff members participating in the SAV were
Jane Lux, NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief, MAJ Tela McFadden, ARNG Sexual Harassment and
Assault Response and Prevention (SHARP) Branch Chief, and 1stLt Lori Alix, NGB/A1S SAPR
Program Manager.

2. The objectives of the SAV were to:

a. Meet with state Joint, ARNG, and ANG leadership to provide an overview of
SAPR/SHARP program policy requirements and answer questions

b. Assist new JFHQ and Wing Sexual Assault Response Coordinators (SARCs) on steps to
set up program and review checklists for program development

c. Define sexual assault reporting standard operating procedures and ensure SARCs have
access to all data management systems for documenting reports

d. Present an understanding and update on NGB and DoD SAPR goals and initiatives

3. State leadership and employees present for the initial in brief:

1) MG Katkas — AK Adjutant General; 2) BG Bridges - ATAG; 3) Col O’Brian168™ Wing
Commander; Col Wenke, 176" Wing Commander, 4) COL Williams — USPFO; 5) Col Bailar,
AK — NG JAG; 6) Octavia Thompson-JFHQ SARC; 7) Maj Bailey, 176" Wing SARC; 8) Maj
Hunstein, 168" SARC 9) Col Grunwald — HRO & J1 Director 9) Col Lincoln, AKANG CoS; 10)
LTC Schell, ARNG Asst COS; 11) Lt Col McPhetres, ANG DoS 12) LTC Koch, Chaplain. 13)
CMSgt Calvin-WG/Command Chief- 176™; 14) CCSM Gordon Choate, CSM Pamela
Harrington, CW2 Nicholas Forbes, CMSgt Timothy Delph, COL Hunt Kerrigan, COL Michael
Thompson; 15) Lt Col Kay Spear-Budd, Family Program Chief and Alt JFHQ SARC

4. Background on reasons Alaska was selected for a Staff Assistance Visit:

a. The previous full-time JFHQ SARC was initially hired as a temporary technician. When
the temporary position expired, the state created a contract for her to continue in the role. During
the time she served as JFHQ SARC, she did not report state ARNG sexual assaults into the
Army’s system of records, SADMS. Additionally, she was often late or did not input required
metrics into the GKO SAPR site. When this issue was brought to her and her immediate
leadership, she regularly stated that she had site accessibility problems with her computer. That
prevented her from uploading the data into the system. There was no problem with access from
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the NGB side and it was recommended that she work with her state Help Desk to resolve the
problem.

b. The NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief, met with Brig Gen McManus, AK CoS, when she
visited NGB late in 2011. At that time, documentation was provided to Brig Gen McManus
about some of the problems with the contract JFHQ SARC. Although the SARC was a skilled
trainer and victim advocate, she did not regularly meet program management requirements to
document cases in systems of record.

c. The state advertised the JFHQ SARC position for hire as a technician and a new JFHQ
SARC was hired in February 2012. Additionally, the two Wing SARCs were new to the
positions and were trained by NGB SAPR in December 2011. It was important to provide
support and program guidance to help create a positive climate where the new SARCs could be
successful and meet program requirements.

d. The SAV to Alaska was moved up in the SAPR team’s priority to respond to an IG report
and congressional inquiry to the CNGB from Senator Mark Begich. There was a concern within
the inquiry that not all sexual assaults were being reported. It was not clear in the IG report
whether reports in Alaska were not being reported to NGB, or whether sexual assault victims did
not have confidence in coming forward to report to SARCs or VAs.

5. SAV Process:

a. The SAV included an initial SAPR 101 briefing for AK leadership on day one of the visit.
The briefing began at 0800 at the AK National Guard JFHQ with good attendance from state
leadership. The initial briefing slide details the SAPR program elements. The initial elements
fall to the SARC and Victim Advocates to provide training, victim advocacy, and prevention
awareness. The last element is accountability, which falls to leadership. MG Katkas expressed
the opinion that accountability is dependent on whether or not leadership is aware of a sexual
assault report and leadership cannot be held accountable for offenders if there is no knowledge of
the sexual assault.

b. There were questions from those in attendance that addressed the SAPR processes and roles
of commanders and specific questions about restricted and unrestricted reports are handled.

c. The TAG stated that all sexual assault reports are investigated by local law enforcement
through a Memorandum of Agreement. The ANG SAPR Program Manager expressed concerns
that AFOSI may not be called if an assault of an ANG member occurred while in an active
service status or on Joint Base Richardson/Elmendorf. Her concern was based on the AFI 36-
6001 guidance that requires any sexual assault an active duty installation involving an ANG
member who was in a duty status, must be investigated and reported to AFOSI. MG Katkas
stated that all AK National Guard reports go to the local civilian law enforcement based on their
memorandum of agreement.

d. After the SAPR 101 briefing, MG Katkas requested a separate meeting with the NGB
SAPR team and the JFHQ and Wing SARCs. During the private meeting, MG Katkas stated that

he believed his SAPR program was solid. He brought up the IG and Congressional Inquiry as
being the reason for the NGB visit. The NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief reiterated that although
the SAV’s priority was elevated due to the IG complaint, the team’s function was to provide a
staff assistance visit and the team was not acting as an inspection team.

e. The ARNG SHARP branch chief, J1 SAPR Program Chief then broke to meet
separately with the JFHQ SARC. The ANG SAPR Program Manager met with the two Wing
SARCs.

f. Program managers discussed SAPR and SHARP program implementation. There
were no major program concerns or misunderstandings from the SARCs about program policy or
procedures that were evident. However, the Wing SARCs, who are co-located with active duty
AF bases, were not aware of and had not seen the Memorandum of Agreement with local law
enforcement for jurisdiction authority that was discussed by the TAG during the in-brief. It was
recommended that all MOAs be included in continuity books for the program by the SARCs.

g. The program managers discussed with the SARCs whether or not they perceived any
command climate issues that may prevent victims of sexual assault from coming forward with a
report to a SARC or victim advocate. The 176™ WG SARC reported that they recently had
received an anonymous statement in as AFCAST (Safety Survey-SAF) that statement “I can
think of three women who have been assaulted in our Wing and are afraid to report it.” The
ANG SAPR program manager provided guidance and various options as the best way to handle
and response to an anonymous survey. The Wing SARC outlined steps he has already put in
place since he was trained in December 2011. He and the new JFHQ SARC are working jointly
to better market the program, ensure all Bystander Intervention Training is completed for airmen,
execute all meetings as required, ensure Victim Advocates receive annual refresher training, and
display prevention materials with information about the DoD Safe Helpline resource.

h. The joint base environment for the active component and the National Guard appear to
be working well and the JFHQ and Wing SARCs collaborate for training and response support.

i. The meetings with the JFHQ SARC and Wing SARCs concluded at approximately
1700. The NGB program managers provided suggestions for improvement. Those areas centered
on ensuring proper documentation. Recommendations included: input of prior ARNG sexual
assault reports in SADMS by the JFHQ SARC; validation and identification of all trained SAPR
VAs in the state; completion of all SAPR VA background checks in preparation for VA
credentialing requirements; appropriate waiver requests on file; training of ARNG
SARC/SHARP personnel in the required T10 80-hour training; and documentation of all MOAs
and MOU s in continuity books.

6. After SAV:

a. The NGB SAPR Team joined the SARCs and many of the state leaders for dinner that
evening at a local restaurant. The evening offered the opportunity to emphasis the positive
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efforts being put forward by the new SARCs at the JFHQ and the 176" and 168™ Wings. It also
offered the opportunity for the team to meet Governor Parnell, who happened to be at the same
restaurant that evening for a political event. MG Katkas introduced the governor to the NGB
Team.

b. The NGB SAPR team provided an out brief the following morning, 12 June, for the
TAG and some of the leadership who had been present at the in brief. The briefing focused on
the state’s SAPR program history, areas they should sustain, improve, and plan for in the future.
The out brief slides are included with this trip report.

7. Lessons learned:

a. State leadership initially perceived the SAV to be an inspection. The SAPR team’s
purpose is to provide support and guidance and that can be misinterpreted if a SAV is conducted
prior to an IG team’s visit.

b. The SAV was productive and all new SARCs appear to have a clear understanding of
tasks and actions that are needed to move the program implementation ahead.

The governor has asked for a detailed report from
the Office of Complex Administrative Investigations.

"I am extremely proud of our Alaska National Guard members and their professionalism in
carrying out their duties,” Governor Parnell said. "However, I remain deeply concerned by
reports of sexual assault and other behaviors creating a hostile environment and culture
within portions of the Alaska National Guard. Not only are individuals victimized and
traumatized in these circumstances, but collectively our National Guard is harmed - from
morale to mission damage.”

Governor Parnell has requested the review to include the National Guard’s command
structure and its responses to cases. A report identifying institutional strengths,
shortcomings (if any), and recommended improvements is due later this year.

This week our concerns are on
the Fraud, Waste, and Abuse of military resources and manpower, and the 49™ GMD. According to the
Department of Defense Office of Inspector General these things are defined:

Fraud — a type of illegal act involving the obtaining of something of value through willful misrepresentation.

Waste — involves the taxpayers not receiving reasonable value for money in connection with any government
funded activities due to an inappropriate act or omission by players with control over or access to government
resources.

Abuse — involves behavior that is deficient or improper when compared with behavior that a prudent person
would consider reasonable and necessary business practice given the facts and circumstances.

In October 2011, a case was exposed where an AirGuard member, - was accused of stealing more
than $225,000 dollars from the Family Programs Office. In his statement to investigators he said that he did it
because “it was easy and I could”. This is a clear case of fraud and abuse but he was not the only person that
needed to be investigated. pleaded guilty to one of three possible felony charges against

him. But how can an E7 in the AirGuard have complete control over accounts totaling more than $200,000. He
did not.

reasonable to expect that any oifice that 1s responsible 1or any conduct an audit at least yearly to
ensure that all of the money is accounted for and that all policies are in place to protect the government and the
Soldiers. This is a reasonable request and is a common practice in any branch of service. Nothing could be
found to identify for sure if h kept his rank and received his retirement. Conversations with people
that know him have exposed that he states he received his retirement, honorably, and retired at the highest rank
held. This case can be found on Alaskacourtview.com case number . To gain a better
understand of this case it would be vital to talk with COL Williams, the auditor who conducted the audit and
found the original fraud, and the law enforcement agencies that conducted the investigation into this conduct.

Another issue that has also gained national attention is the incidents that occurred at Fort Greely Alaska. The
49" GMD has been riddled with controversy and poor leadership for years. However, what most people do not
2
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know is that this is not a recent thing, but again has been going on for years; right under the direct supervision
of BG Bridges and BG Jorgensen. Not until this hit national newspapers did anyone actually try to look into the
allegations of what was going on. A great example of this is LTC Miley and TC Miley should
be held directly accountable for everything that occurred there under his command. He was told about these
issues and instead of taking appropriate action he sat by and let his CSM destroy the unit piece by piece. This
CSM was just involved in an investigation that had alleg

LTC Miley as the Battalion
Commander did not to keep any of this from happening and in several instances was present at such
events. LTC Miley was moved from the GMD command to another position within the ARNG. If BG Bridges
and BG Jorgensen had acted on the initial requests for assistance this command group would not be allowed to
continue to waste government’s money, time, and would have saved the Soldiers of the AKNG a great deal of
pain and suffering. The key personnel that would offer some insight to this would be MSG Phlegar, [EelZaZ1=/z2%
R., Ret. MSG Odegard, EVarzvil MAJ Monson, and the investigation team that conducted the initial
investigation. There were so many Soldiers that provided statements but the ones listed here have additional
details they were reluctant to release because of the implications it would make at BG Bridges and BG
Jorgensen.

"I'm frustrated these issues were not
resolved two years ago when I asked the NGB team to travel to Alaska to investigate these very same
concerns. We've seen the allegations surface again and again. If left unresolved they make for a toxic
environment that degrades morale and hurts the focus of Guard missions. This is a state jurisdiction issue
but I will continue working to ensure this investigation is thorough and transparent."

> Begich first called for an investigation of and action on allegations of sexual assault in the Alaska National
Guard in 2012. The subsequent investigation did not substantiate any criminal wrongdoing. When
allegations continued, Begich urged the NGB to revisit the issue. Copies of Begich's letters requesting the
initial investigation and his April 4 letter on the most recent investigation and ongoing concerns are attached.

> General Grass told Begich today he visited Alaska earlier this year partly in response to Begich's previous
questions and concerns about ongoing misconduct allegations. That visit was followed by the governor's
request for a NGB investigation.

>

> "Our National Guard members should serve in an environment free of suspicion and mistrust," said Begich.
"There needs to be careful and transparent investigations to resolve these allegations once and for all so the
Alaska National Guard can focus on its important role. That's why I've made it clear, very clear, that I want to
be briefed often as the investigation moves forward along with the rest of the Alaska delegation. I'm frustrated
that I asked the NGB to investigate the reports of sexual assault two years ago but the conclusions of that
investigation failed to eliminate the allegations that continue to this day. I will continue to champion the
concerns of Guardsmen, who have done so much for this state and this nation."

After they have the facts and have a proven case ready for court martial, who orders the court martial?

If the court martial finds the defendant guilty, who recommends the penalty?

Who then imposes the penalty?

It was very different
than the last Town Hall meeting the Guard had in the fall. This one had a safe environment; we
weren’t yelled at; chaplains weren’t belittled; and an atmosphere of faith and trust that at least
General Bridges is doing something to clean up our Guard prevailed.

Many of us appreciate General Bridges’ sincerity and trust his “anger” at those who abused their
position to prey on fellow Soldiers. General Bridges doesn’t have to put “dignity and respect” in
the concrete in front of the armory to make people thinks that’s what he believes. He truly
practices those attributes.

We are fortunate to have him as a general in our organization and hope the other generals will
strive to be more like him for actually living dignity, integrity, and respect.

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Ma'am,

I'm back in the office from my appointment. If you have time to stop by and talk, I'm more than
happy to meet with you. I can print the slides that we provided at the out brief.

I think it's important that any investigation being done and prior Staff Assistance Visit that I and
the ARNG and ANG team member made be separated in findings and in intent. The SAV
specifically had these objectives:

a. Meet with state Joint, ARNG, and ANG leadership to provide an overview of SAPR/SHARP
program policy requirements and answer questions

b. Assist new JFHQ and Wing Sexual Assault Response Coordinators (SARCs) on steps to set
up program and review checklists for program development

c. Define sexual assault reporting standard operating procedures and ensure SARCs have
access to all data management systems for documenting reports

d. Present an understanding and update on NGB and DoD SAPR goals and initiatives

When we conducted the SAV, we did not review case files of reported sexual assaults, nor did
we talk with soldiers or airmen in sensing sessions to research command climate, as an
inspection team would have done. However, State leadership initially perceived the SAV to be
an inspection. I stated in "lessons learned" to NGB leadership that the team's purpose can be
misinterpreted if a SAV is conducted prior to an IG team's visit. About a month after I returned
to DC, ANG requested that I provide a trip report of the SAV, which I did. That trip report is
attached for your reference. The areas noted in the trip report were the same as what had been
provided in the out brief:

1 - Leadership can only investigate what comes to their attention.

2 - Previous SARC did not adequately document sexual assaults in the data system of record -
now corrected.

3 - ANG SAPR PM concerns were noted that if AFOSI has jurisdiction for investigation of a
sexual assault, it should be referred to OSI rather than local law enforcement.

4 - At the time of the SAV, there were anonymous reports of ANG sexual assault victims not
coming forward. This needed to be addressed through Wing SARC training opportunities in an
effort to build confidence in the system. The Wing SARCs noted to the ANG SAPR PM that
they continued to encourage airmen to come forward at follow up trainings.

Also - just for your reference, our office has grown! I've included our new SAPR Program Chief
on this email - Col Whitmire. I think you already know Mr. Crowley :)

1. A SAPR Staff Assistance Visit (SAV) was conducted on11-12 June 2012 to the Alaska Joint
Force Headquarters in Anchorage, Alaska. NGB staff members participating in the SAV were
Jane Lux, NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief, MAJ Tela McFadden, ARNG Sexual Harassment and
Assault Response and Prevention (SHARP) Branch Chief, and 1stLt Lori Alix, NGB/A1S SAPR
Program Manager.

2. The objectives of the SAV were to:

a. Meet with state Joint, ARNG, and ANG leadership to provide an overview of
SAPR/SHARP program policy requirements and answer questions

b. Assist new JFHQ and Wing Sexual Assault Response Coordinators (SARCs) on steps to
set up program and review checklists for program development

c. Define sexual assault reporting standard operating procedures and ensure SARCs have
access to all data management systems for documenting reports

d. Present an understanding and update on NGB and DoD SAPR goals and initiatives

3. State leadership and employees present for the initial in brief:

1) MG Katkas — AK Adjutant General; 2) BG Bridges - ATAG; 3) Col O’Brian168™ Wing
Commander; Col Wenke, 176 Wing Commander, 4) COL Williams — USPFO; 5) Col Bailar,
AK — NG JAG; 6) Octavia Thompson-JFHQ SARC; 7) Maj Bailey, 176 Wing SARC; 8) Maj
Hunstein, 168™ SARC 9) Col Grunwald — HRO & J1 Director 9) Col Lincoln, AKANG CoS; 10)
LTC Schell, ARNG Asst COS; 11) Lt Col McPhetres, ANG DoS 12) LTC Koch, Chaplain. 13)
CMSgt Calvin-WG/Command Chief- 176™; 14) CCSM Gordon Choate, CSM Pamela
Harrington, CW2 Nicholas Forbes, CMSgt Timothy Delph, COL Hunt Kerrigan, COL Michael
Thompson; 15) Lt Col Kay Spear-Budd, Family Program Chief and Alt JFHQ SARC

4. Background on reasons Alaska was selected for a Staff Assistance Visit:

a. The previous full-time JFHQ SARC was initially hired as a temporary technician. When
the temporary position expired, the state created a contract for her to continue in the role. During
the time she served as JFHQ SARC, she did not report state ARNG sexual assaults into the
Army’s system of records, SADMS. Additionally, she was often late or did not input required
metrics into the GKO SAPR site. When this issue was brought to her and her immediate
leadership, she regularly stated that she had site accessibility problems with her computer. That
prevented her from uploading the data into the system. There was no problem with access from
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the NGB side and it was recommended that she work with her state Help Desk to resolve the
problem.

b. The NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief, met with Brig Gen McManus, AK CoS, when she
visited NGB late in 2011. At that time, documentation was provided to Brig Gen McManus
about some of the problems with the contract JFHQ SARC. Although the SARC was a skilled
trainer and victim advocate, she did not regularly meet program management requirements to
document cases in systems of record.

c. The state advertised the JFHQ SARC position for hire as a technician and a new JFHQ
SARC was hired in February 2012. Additionally, the two Wing SARCs were new to the
positions and were trained by NGB SAPR in December 2011. It was important to provide
support and program guidance to help create a positive climate where the new SARCs could be
successful and meet program requirements.

d. The SAV to Alaska was moved up in the SAPR team’s priority to respond to an IG report
and congressional inquiry to the CNGB from Senator Mark Begich. There was a concern within
the inquiry that not all sexual assaults were being reported. It was not clear in the IG report
whether reports in Alaska were not being reported to NGB, or whether sexual assault victims did
not have confidence in coming forward to report to SARCs or VAs.

5. SAV Process:

a. The SAV included an initial SAPR 101 briefing for AK leadership on day one of the visit.
The briefing began at 0800 at the AK National Guard JFHQ with good attendance from state
leadership. The initial briefing slide details the SAPR program elements. The initial elements
fall to the SARC and Victim Advocates to provide training, victim advocacy, and prevention
awareness. The last element is accountability, which falls to leadership. MG Katkas expressed
the opinion that accountability is dependent on whether or not leadership is aware of a sexual
assault report and leadership cannot be held accountable for offenders if there is no knowledge of
the sexual assault.

b. There were questions from those in attendance that addressed the SAPR processes and roles
of commanders and specific questions about restricted and unrestricted reports are handled.

c. The TAG stated that all sexual assault reports are investigated by local law enforcement
through a Memorandum of Agreement. The ANG SAPR Program Manager expressed concerns
that AFOSI may not be called if an assault of an ANG member occurred while in an active
service status or on Joint Base Richardson/Elmendorf. Her concern was based on the AFI 36-
6001 guidance that requires any sexual assault an active duty installation involving an ANG
member who was in a duty status, must be investigated and reported to AFOSI. MG Katkas
stated that all AK National Guard reports go to the local civilian law enforcement based on their
memorandum of agreement.

d. After the SAPR 101 briefing, MG Katkas requested a separate meeting with the NGB
SAPR team and the JFHQ and Wing SARCs. During the private meeting, MG Katkas stated that
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he believed his SAPR program was solid. He brought up the IG and Congressional Inquiry as
being the reason for the NGB visit. The NGB J1 SAPR Program Chief reiterated that although
the SAV’s priority was elevated due to the IG complaint, the team’s function was to provide a
staff assistance visit and the team was not acting as an inspection team.

e. The ARNG SHARP branch chief, J1 SAPR Program Chief then broke to meet
separately with the JFHQ SARC. The ANG SAPR Program Manager met with the two Wing
SARCs.

f. Program managers discussed SAPR and SHARP program implementation. There
were no major program concerns or misunderstandings from the SARCs about program policy or
procedures that were evident. However, the Wing SARCs, who are co-located with active duty
AF bases, were not aware of and had not seen the Memorandum of Agreement with local law
enforcement for jurisdiction authority that was discussed by the TAG during the in-brief. It was
recommended that all MOAs be included in continuity books for the program by the SARCs.

g. The program managers discussed with the SARCs whether or not they perceived any
command climate issues that may prevent victims of sexual assault from coming forward with a
report to a SARC or victim advocate. The 176"™ WG SARC reported that they recently had
received an anonymous statement in as AFCAST (Safety Survey-SAF) that statement “I can
think of three women who have been assaulted in our Wing and are afraid to report it.” The
ANG SAPR program manager provided guidance and various options as the best way to handle
and response to an anonymous survey. The Wing SARC outlined steps he has already put in
place since he was trained in December 2011. He and the new JFHQ SARC are working jointly
to better market the program, ensure all Bystander Intervention Training is completed for airmen,
execute all meetings as required, ensure Victim Advocates receive annual refresher training, and
display prevention materials with information about the DoD Safe Helpline resource.

h. The joint base environment for the active component and the National Guard appear to
be working well and the JFHQ and Wing SARCs collaborate for training and response support.

i. The meetings with the JFHQ SARC and Wing SARCs concluded at approximately
1700. The NGB program managers provided suggestions for improvement. Those areas centered
on ensuring proper documentation. Recommendations included: input of prior ARNG sexual
assault reports in SADMS by the JFHQ SARC; validation and identification of all trained SAPR
VAs in the state; completion of all SAPR VA background checks in preparation for VA
credentialing requirements; appropriate waiver requests on file; training of ARNG
SARC/SHARP personnel in the required T10 80-hour training; and documentation of all MOAs
and MOU s in continuity books.

6. After SAV:

a. The NGB SAPR Team joined the SARCs and many of the state leaders for dinner that
evening at a local restaurant. The evening offered the opportunity to emphasis the positive
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efforts being put forward by the new SARCs at the JFHQ and the 176™ and 168™ Wings. It also
offered the opportunity for the team to meet Governor Parnell, who happened to be at the same
restaurant that evening for a political event. MG Katkas introduced the governor to the NGB
Team.

b. The NGB SAPR team provided an out brief the following morning, 12 June, for the
TAG and some of the leadership who had been present at the in brief. The briefing focused on
the state’s SAPR program history, areas they should sustain, improve, and plan for in the future.
The out brief slides are included with this trip report.

7. Lessons learned:

a. State leadership initially perceived the SAV to be an inspection. The SAPR team’s
purpose is to provide support and guidance and that can be misinterpreted if a SAV is conducted
prior to an IG team’s visit.

This is in response to your letter dated June 19, 2013, regarding allegations that the
command climate within the Alaska National Guard (AKNG) is not conducive to reporting and
investigating sexual assaults and that, in some instances, officials may have taken steps to cover up
incidents of sexual assault.

Our letter of July 18, 2013, indicated that the DoD Hotline referred the allegations to the
Department of the Army Inspector General (Army IG) for action (case number 20130620-014429).
Our letter of March 6, 2014, indicated that officials within the Directorate for Investigations of
Senior Officials (ISO) opened case number 20130715-014791-CASE-01 to monitor the senior
official investigation by the Army IG.

On April 15, 2014, the Army IG completed the investigation and forwarded the Report of
Investigation to [SO officials for review. The Army IG investigation found AKNG command
climate sensing sessions did not identify concerns regarding sexual assault or sexual harassment i
reporting, and that The Adjutant General (TAG), AKNG, and other AKNG officials did not cover '
up any reported sexual assault incidents. '

The Army IG report noted the Sexual Assault Response Coordinator, AKNG, received :
reports of 11 alleged sexual assault incidents (since February 2012) and promptly coordinated ;’
referrals of all incidents to Alaska law enforcement authorities. Alaska State Statute, “Military 1
Code of Alaska,” Section 26.05, dictates that Alaska state civilian law enforcement authorities l
investigate, and the Alaska civilian criminal system prosecute, cases involving AKNG member ,
suspects. The TAG took adverse administrative action on the only two cases upon which he could
act; those which substantiated sexual assault allegations against AKNG members. In one case, the
TAG discharged the subject from the AKNG, and in the other, he initiated the subject’s separation.

On May 6, 2014, ISO Oversight Branch officials completed a review of the Army IG
investigation and concurred with the findings and conclusions.

The Inspector General of the Army sent a letter
to U.S. Sen. Lisa Murkowski on Wednesday
concluding that Alaska’s National Guard
Adjutant General Tom Katkus and other
Alaska National Guard officials followed
protocol in dealing with allegations of sexual
assault in the Guard.

The IG “did not identify concerns regarding
sexual assault or sexual harassment
reporting,” and Guard officials “did not cover
up any reported sexual assault incidents.” The

Department of Defense concurred. (Read the letter here.)

The letter said that the Guard had received reports of 11 alleged assaults and that it “promptly
coordinated referrals of all incidents to Alaska law enforcement officials,” as protocol dictates.
The letter says that Katkus took action in “only two cases upon which he could act.” One person
was discharged as a result. Katkus “initiated the subject’s separation,” in the other.

Last June, Sen. Lisa Murkowski asked the Department of Defense inspector general to
investigate after Guard chaplains had asked her to look into sexual harassment and assault in

Dear General Gotske,

I learned last Friday that results of the National Guard Bureau’s Command Climate Sutvey of the
Alaska National Guard were released to Alaska Guard leadership. The release of this information by
the Guard Bureau, however it happened, is totally contrary to my understanding from the Guard
Bureau about how the assessment would be conducted and how information would be
communicated with me.

Where I had asked for a review of the entire sexual assault reporting system of the Alaska National
Guard, and other areas, and whete that review was to include a teview of the command structute,
this premature release of information to the Alaska Guard command structure is deeply troubling
and raises several important issues. Namely, [ want to ensure the privacy of Guard members who
responded to the survey. I also want to assure continuation of an objective, credible review of the
sexual assault (and other) reporting, investigation, and adjudication system. This includes a review of
the command structure’s role in that system. The goal is to assure cases will be investigated and
adjudicated fairly and impartially and that appropriate sanctions will be cartied out.

Premature release of the Command Climate Survey has raised concern for potential retaliation,
because some Guard membets perceive their comments in the survey can be traced back to them.
Where I had already asked for a review of the command structure and the part it regularly plays in
reviewing cases and proposed sanctions, and where the early release of the Command Climate
Sutvey to Guard leadership may have chilled some claimants’ or victims’ willingness to report and be
interviewed, I make a new request of the Guard Bureau.

I ask you to authorize a National Guard Bureau panel to heat, review, and adjudicate cases from the
Alaska National Guard’s investigation team and existing reporting system. Our Guard leadership
should not be subjected to the cloud it has been put under by the early release of the survey, and our
Guard members need to have every confidence in a full, fair, and impartial hearing, including
sanctions, if warranted. At minimum, the panel should be authorized to hear all cases pending until
the review is complete.

This letter responds to yours of June 9, 2014, to Major General Scott Gorske wherein you
communicated your disappointment with the release of the climate assessment results pertaining
to the Alaska National Guard and you requested additional support from the National Guard
Bureau to adjudicate pending administrative cases. General Gorske forwarded your letter to me
for response, and I am responding on behalf of the National Guard Bureau as General Gorske’s
mission is strictly limited to the ongoing Alaska National Guard assessment. This letter will
address each of your concerns and provide a brief update on the status of the assessment.

My entire team shares your frustration with the release of the command climate survey
results. As I am sure you are aware, we highly value the confidentiality and impartiality of the
entire assessment process, of which the command climate survey was one component. We have
learned that the survey was released by the Defense Equal Opportunity Management Institute
through a computer-generated process. They are an independent entity of the Department of
Defense with extraordinary expertise in developing and implementing command climate surveys.
The National Guard Bureau assessment team worked with the Defense Equal Opportunity
Management Institute to not only craft the survey questions, but also to initiate the survey and
process the survey results. These results became available on the closing of the survey through
email links and passwords provided to our office. Unfortunately and unbeknownst to us, the
Defense Equal Opportunity Management Institute technology systems automatically sent a link
and password to Major General Thomas Katkus as the senior Alaska National Guard
commander. This should not have occurred, and we are currently reviewing the narrative
portions of the survey to determine whether it may be possible to identify any of the respondents.
We will keep your staff informed in this regard.

The second part of your letter requests that the National Guard Bureau provide a panel to
review or adjudicate open files. Your staff has made it clear that your primary concern is the fair
and impartial treatment of all concerned; that is our primary concern as well. Briefly, we are
aware that there are several pending enlisted separation actions. These cases are initiated by
lower level commanders with the recommendation to a convening authority, such as Brigadier
General Bridges, and the Adjutant General as the separation authority. Separation panel
members are typically selected from the membership of the Alaska National Guard and make
findings and recommendations to both the convening authority and the separation authority. The
National Guard Bureau could provide panel members. That said, we have no indication that
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Alaska National Guard separation panels have failed in any way in the execution of their
responsibilities. After discussions with your staff, we believe that you are asking the National
Guard Bureau to provide temporary general officer command leadership to resolve open cases.
Adjudicating cases requires state command authority, however, and it appears Alaska law
prescribes that officers must be a member of the Alaska National Guard for a period of five (5)
years before they may be appointed as general officers/ commanders. Accordingly, Alaska law
precludes the National Guard Bureau from supporting your request in that manner.

We do believe that there are other mechanisms which may be employed to ensure the fair and
impartial administration of Alaska National Guard separation actions. We recommend that you
direct the Alaska National Guard to provide you or a member of your staff with a
weekly/biweekly summary update on certain administrative/disciplinary actions before final
action is taken. More specifically, we recommend that your staff receive and review summary
information pertaining to the separation board documentation, to include the chain of command’s
and board’s recommendations, and the leadership’s rationale in cases where the board’s
recommendations for separation are not followed. Summary information will ensure compliance
with federal record requirements.

Should you so desire, I am willing to provide a senior Judge Advocate to assist your office in
answering any process questions that you may have. Additionally, I recommend that you
establish written “Critical Information Requirements” similar to that which a military
commander uses to ensure they have situational awareness over certain high visibility issues
which must be immediately reported. These are referred to as “Commander’s Critical
Information Requirements.”

With the exception of the release of the survey information noted above, the assessment is
proceeding well and on schedule. Our team did identify procedural issues on several pending
separation actions and assisted in rectifying these issues. Additionally, we are providing a senior
level attorney along with a Judge Advocate captain to assist the Alaska Army National Guard
Judge Advocate assigned to the separation panels in the performance of his duties. Currently
these separation panels are scheduled for late July/August.

The National Guard Bureau stands ready to assist you any way we can. Should you have any
questions or comments, please do not hesitate to contact me at anytime.

Executive Summary: This email puts the Governor’s office on notice of allegations of unlawful access by the
Alaska National Guard to confidential police rape reports that contain intimate details about civilians with no
military affiliation. This secret National Guard program used federal funds to help state official’s access
confidential police files that they normally would have been unable to access without a Court order or statutory
authority.

lawful authority to obtain, possess, or distribute? Has the Governor referred any allegations to
the Alaska Bar Association or other Attorney Licensing Agency for investigation?

How many police reports did the National Guard obtain under this secret program? Will the
Governor order new investigations into every case that obtained evidence from the “fruits of the
poisonous tree” (i.e. from this secret program)? Will the Governor punish those within the
Alaska National Guard who improperly used these confidential police reports?

I am totally stunned by the conduct of your senior National Guard leaders, their lack of respect to
civilian rape victims, to allow confidential police reports about civilian rape victims to be so
freely distributed is sickening to every female who I tell this fact pattern too...when this matter
hits the media, it will undermine the trust that sex crime victims and civilian witnesses to crime
have with civilian law enforcement as these victims/witnesses will worry if their most intimate
secrets will be laughed at in the local National Guard Armory. It will also bring great discredit
upon the National Guard and its Commander in Chief for either allowing it to happen or being
asleep at the wheel when it was happening. Right now all fingers appear to point to the
Governor and his lack of leadership for keeping Katkus (a former APD official — was Katkus
personally involved in setting up this program using his relationship with his former subordinates
to do an end run around the law?) and his team in place for years while this secret obtaining of
confidential police reports on rape victims occurred. Why? What changes do you plan to make
to fix this problem? Are you going to immediately end this program? If not, you are approving
of this program — in either case it is a political issue for September/October/November to be
sure!

Governor Releases National Guard Report, Adjutant General Out
Calls for Special Team to Restore Respect and Responsibility

September 4, 2014, Anchorage, Alaska - Following the conclusion of a six-month
independent review and assessment of open and closed investigations related to reports of
sexual assault, rape and fraud among members of the Alaska National Guard, Governor
Sean Parnell released the findings today, and took the resignation of the adjutant general,
Major General Thomas H. Katkus. The governor originally requested the assessment from
the National Guard Bureau Office of Complex Investigations (OCI) in February.

The report found Guard members have a lack of trust and confidence in the Alaska National
Guard leadership’s ability to handle sexual assault cases and other misconduct. Further, the
report found that favoritism, ethical misconduct and fear of reprisal have eroded trust and
confidence in Guard leadership.

“The dedicated men and women who serve in the Alaska National Guard deserve better and
I am committed to restoring the trust they are entitled to,” Governor Parnell said. “While
the report’s findings are deeply troubling, I know that the overwhelming majority of Alaska
National Guard personnel serve admirably and honorably. We will take all necessary steps
to ensure respect, responsibility and trust are restored.”

Governor Parnell requested and received the resignation of Major General Thomas H.
Katkus, adjutant general, and commissioner of Alaska Department of Military and Veterans
Affairs. Brigadier General Mike Bridges will serve as acting commissioner on an interim basis
until a new adjutant general is named. The governor will also closely examine the command
structure within the Alaska National Guard, which will include further staffing changes.

Governor Parnell requested the National Guard Bureau’s help in assembling a team to
implement the recommendations in the report to restore a healthy and safe working
environment for the men and women of the Guard. The governor has requested the OCI
provide personnel to assist with implementing the recommendations outlined in the report.
The team will include a representative from the Office of the Governor.

The governor has requested a further investigation into allegations of fraud pertaining to the
misuse of Guard assets.
